
Globally, childbirth is the leading killer of young women. More 
than 500,000 women die each year during pregnancy or childbirth 
and 99% of maternal death are in developing countries. On 
average, 1 woman and 6 infants die each hour from preventable, 
birth-related complications in Tanzania.

Maternal deaths decrase dramati-
cally if a woman receives access to 
prenatal care and if a trained health 
worker is present during 
childbirth.
